Method of 
Training 

The program utilizes a variety of teaching methods spread over four semesters, 
including lectures, presentation, practicals, field training, case studies, seminars, a 
journal club, and guided learning, Faculty shall comprise faculty from TMC and from 
the industry. Thesis / dissertation plan will be submitted in first semester and will be 
completed by the end of fourth semester. The candidate shall perform internship at 
the end of each semester in one of the Municipal, Trust or Corporate Hospitals, or 
allied healthcare organizations. 

Minimum 
eligibility criteria 

Candidates must hold a full-time degree in Medical or Allied Health with a minimum of  
50% aggregate marks, along with at least one year of full-time work experience in the 
Healthcare or allied sector. 

Selection criteria 

Selection will be based on the evaluation of performance in two stages.  
Stage-I will comprise Multiple Choice Questions (MCQs) and Essay Writing, whereas 
Stage-II shall comprise Group Discussion (GD) & Personal interview (PI). 
 

Only those candidates who score at least 50% marks in Stage-I will be eligible to be 
called for Stage-II. A fixed number of candidates (as determined by the selection team) 
will be called from those scoring 50% and above in Stage-I. 
80%  weightage will be given to the Stage-I score and 20%  weightage will be given to 
Stage-II score. 
 

An aggregate score of 50% and above in both stages will be necessary for final 
selection.
